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Swami Vivekananda:
A Visionary of Science*

Supratim Das | Vice Principal and Faculty, Department of History

Swami Vivekananda was a strong believer in the scientific attitude in human life.
He considered this indispensable in the quest for truth. He had the conviction that
blind faith in anything without proper examination is foolishness. In his words,
“Do not believe a thing because you read it in a book! Do not believe a thing
because another has said it so! Find out the truth for yourself! That is realization.”
He fully agreed on what Einstein later said that religion must have a scientific
basis, or else it becomes blind. Vivekananda had elementary knowledge about the
major disciplines of science such as Physics, Engineering, Biology, Physiology and
Medicine. This understanding of science greatly helped him to explain philosophy
and Vedanta to the Western world.

Vivekananda considered the synthesis of East and West as the best model for
mankind and for excellence. The eminent scientist Nikola Tesla, the Serbian
American inventor and engineer, was charmed by the resemblance of the Samkhya
theory of matter and energy and that of modern Physics. Late in the year 1895
Vivekananda wrote in a letter to an English friend, “Mr. Tesla thinks he can
demonstrate mathematically that force and matter are reducible to potential
energy. | am to go and see him next week to get this new mathematical
demonstration. In that case the Vedantic cosmology will be placed on the surest of
foundations. I am working a good deal now upon the cosmology and eschatology
of the Vedanta. I clearly see their perfect union with modern science, and the
elucidation of the one will be followed by that of the other.”’

Actually, in 1895, Vivekananda shared with Tesla the idea of matter and energy to
be one,and requested him to prove it through Mathematics. Here Swamiji used the
terms force and matter for the Sanskrit terms Prana and Akasha. Tesla used the
Sanskrit terms and apparently understood them as energy and mass. Tesla failed
in his effort to show the identity of mass and energy. Apparently he understood

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that when speed increases, mass must decrease. He seems to have thought that
mass might be “converted” to energy and vice versa, rather than that they were
identical in some way, as is pointed out in Einstein's equations. Swamiji seems to
have sensed where the difficulty lay in joining the maps of European science and
Advaita Vedanta and set Tesla to solve the problem. In the hope that Tesla would
succeed in this, Swamiji says, “In that case the Vedantic cosmology will be placed
on the surest of foundations.” Nikola Tesla's meeting with Swami Vivekananda
greatly stimulated his interest in Eastern Science. Vivekananda later remembered
during a lecture in India, “I myself have been told by some of the best scientific
minds of the day, how wonderfully rational the conclusions of the Vedanta are. 1
know one of them personally, who ... would stand by the hour to attend my lectures
on the Vedanta; for, as he expresses it, they are so scientific, they so exactly
harmonise with the aspirations of the age and with the conclusions to which
modern science is coming at the present time.”*

Unfortunately Tesla failed and the solution did not come till ten years later; in a
paper by Albert Einstein. But by then Swami Vivekananda was no more and the
connecting of the maps was delayed. Vivekananda also interacted with two other
greats of Western science, namely the Scottish-Irish physicist William Thomson
(Lord Kelvin) and the German physicist and philosopher, Hermann von
Helmholtz, in New York. Eventually after 10 years, in 1905, Albert Einstein proved
the oneness of matter and energy (E = mc?). Unlike religion, science should not be
dogmatic; it should be open to revision. 'But in the frontiers of science there is not
much of a difference between science and religion’, said the German Nobel
laureate scientist Dan Shechtman in an interview with a correspondent of The
Hindu at Lindau, Germany, in July 2012. It is remarkable to note that Albert
Einstein also summarized the relationship between religion and science in the
same spirit as that of Vivekananda, 'Science without religion is lame, religion
without science is blind'. Einstein had both a vivid awareness of the importance of
religion within his own thought and a strong conviction about the proper relation
between religion and science in general. He impatiently rejected not only the
supposition that religious beliefs could be deduced from science but also the
popular contention that science has nothing to do with religion. "Both attitudes,"
he declared,"disclose a very superficial concept of science and also of religion."

We now can turn our attention to Jagadish Chandra Bose who was immensely
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inspired by Vivekananda. Bose did pioneering research in Physics and Physiology.
In 1889, the German physicist Heinrich Hertz produced electromagnetic waves in
the 60 cm wavelength range, which verified James Clerk Maxwell's
electromagnetic theory. Bose investigated electromagnetic waves in the range of
centimetre-wave to millimetre-wave. He was the first to detect 5 mm waves (60
GHz). In 1897, Bose presented his experiments on 2.5 cm to 5 mm waves at the
Royal Institution in London. He could not detect short wavelength radio waves
from the Sun, but speculated in prophetic wisdom: 'It may be that electric rays are
absorbed by the solar or terrestrial atmosphere’. In 1900, Bose presented an
epoch making paper at the International Congress of Physics held in Paris titled
'On the similarity responses of inorganic and living matter’, and compared the
responses to the excitation of living tissues with that of inorganic matter. He gave a
fresh scientific impetus to the age-old wisdom ofthe East, i.e. the basic unity of all
life. Swami Vivekananda who was then in Paris, went to hear Bose at the Congress.
While describing his impression about the Congress, Swami Vivekananda wrote,
“Here in Paris have assembled the great of every land, each to proclaim the glory of
his country. Out of this vast assembly a young man stood for thee, one of thy heroic
sons; whose words here electrified the audience, and will thrill all his
countrymen.”

Swami Vivekananda employed his understanding of science to explain to a
Western audience about Philosophy — using examples and comparisons from
sciences such as Physics, Cosmology, Biology, Physiology and Medicine to
elucidate Vedanta and yoga. In America, in the 1890s, due to social injustice and
the impact of science, social movements were taking place, and western
philosophers were giving alternative views of religion. During this time, when
Vivekananda addressed his western audience on the ancient philosophy and
wisdom of India, he used his scientific knowledge to make them understand a
foreign subject in a familiar language, namely science. Some of the nineteenth
century scientific topics that he used were philosophy of science, physical
sciences and biological sciences. On the scientific approach, Vivekananda said: “In
what are called the exact sciences, people easily find the truth, because it appeals
to the particular experience of every human being. The scientist does not tell you
to believe in anything, but he has certain results which come from his own
experiences, and reasoning on them he asks us to believe in his conclusions, he
appeals to some universal experience of humanity” * He also expressed his
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understanding about scientific demonstration and thinking, and scientific laws.

According to Newton, the most beautiful system of the sun, planets and comets
could only proceed from the counsel and dominion of an intelligent and powerful
being— God. But Vivekananda rejects the concept of an extra-cosmic God as the
First Cause. He writes, 'The father of our psychology, Kapila,denies the existence of
God. His idea is that a Personal God is quite unnecessary... '(Vivekananda). “Thus
we have matter and force. The matter, we do not know how, disappears into force
and force into matter... therefore there is something which is neither force nor
matter, as these two may not disappear into each other. This is what we call
mind— the universal mind.”°

Vivekananda was exceptionally talented as a reader, scholar and thinker. He
studied the history of ancient and modern Europe and also Western philosophy
and logic. He was familiar with the works of Aristotle, John Locke, John Stuart Mill,
David Hume, George Berkeley, Descartes, Spinoza, Leibniz, Kant, Schopenhauer,
Fichte, Hegel and August Comte. Vivekananda was also familiar with electrical
sciences and engineering, higher mathematics, fundamental physics, astronomy
and geometry. In order to specifically understand the brain and spinal cord, he
took a special course in Western medicine. On the interconnectedness of the
Universe, Vivekananda noted that “one atom in this universe cannot move without
dragging the whole world along with it”,

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A Promising Scattering... and a Promise

Calcutta, 1907.

It was a very turbulent time. The territorial reorganization of the Bengal
Presidency implemented by the authorities of the British Empire in 1905 had
reignited the movement to free the nation from the British rule. But the common
people of the nation, especially in Bengal, could hardly sense that an entirely
different kind of revolution was underway at that time in the epicentre of this
colonized country, Calcutta. Central to this new genre of revolution was an 18 year
old boy, who came to the city for a government job as an Assistant Auditor General
by attaining the top position in the Indian Financial Services (IFS) examination.

That boy, Chandrasekhara Venkata Raman, born on November 7, 1888 into an
orthodox Tamil family was not only the youngest student to obtain a Master's
degree in Physics from the University of Madras (at the age of 18), but also the sole
author of two outstanding research articles in the celebrated British journal
“Philosophical Magazine” during his master's tenure; the first one on the
diffraction oflightand the second one on the surface tension of liquids.

Although the auditor's job was undeniably very lucrative, it failed miserably to
cope up with the waves rising in a physicist's brain. The inquisitive mind of the boy
was longing for a place to breathe outside the suffocations of those piles of ledger
books in the Auditor General Head office, and was offered an escape-route by
Amritalal Sircar, who allowed him passageway to the Indian Association for the
Cultivation of Science (IACS), the first scientific research institute in Asia,
established by his father Dr. Mahendra Lal Sircar at 210, Bowbazar Street,
Calcutta, on July 29, 1876. Little did one know at that point in time, what glory C. V.
Raman, the first research scientist of IACS, was going to bring to the nation
through the discovery soon to be made within the limited resources and
opportunities at the institute. He dedicated his mornings and evenings to the
pursuit of his ever-expanding mind as something of a freelance researcher, and
somewhere deep in the abode of the time, the first mark of the epic voyage is
scratched! Up to then the institute had no regular researchers and as a result no
research papers were produced from the institute. The article authored by that
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boy in that very year on Newton's rings in polarised light, published in Nature
Magazine (Nature (London), 76, 637, 1907)# became the first ever research
publication from the institute.

And it didn't take much time to blow air into the conch whose sound waves
were to capture the attention of the world. No, it's not just a poetic metaphor; his
second research paper from IACS, which was again published in the Nature
Magazine, was on the investigation of the vibrating strings of traditional Indian
instruments like Taanpura and Esraj (The small motion at the nodes of a vibrating
string, Nature (London), 82,9, 1909). But, unfortunately, just one month after the
publication of the aforesaid article, the boy was transferred to Rangoon, Burma
(now Myanmar) to take up the position of Currency Officer. Following only a few
months of service, he had to return to Madras as his father succumbed to fatal
illness. The subsequent death of his father and the funeral rituals made him stay
there for the rest of the year. After resuming his office at Rangoon, he was almost
immediately transferred to Nagpur, Maharashtra in 1910 and again within a year
was promoted to Accountant General of Calcutta in 1911 and finally, he could
resume nourishing his mind once again.

His research and outstanding scientific abilities soon made him the most
popular scientific figure among Calcutta's educated elite. Still, when the Palit
Professorship of Physics, named after Sir Taraknath Palit who was a Barrister and
sponsor in building the science departments at the University of Calcutta, was
established, Raman was not the first choice for this position. Sir Asutosh
Mookerjee, the then Vice-Chancellor of the university, left no stone unturned in
order to recruit Prof. J. C. Bose for the Chair. As the plan failed to come to being, in
1914, the Palit Professorship was offered to Raman, at the age of 26!

However, the offer of Palit professorship did not appear to be an unmixed bliss
to Raman given a salary of Rs. 600 was only about half of what he was making as
the Accountant General. In addition, the stringent condition from the Palit trust
that the appointee mustbe an Indian national with a foreign connection was notin
favour of Raman. Though Sir Asutosh suggested a way-out to the issue by allowing
him foreign travel grant of the University to be shown in defence of the condition,
Raman driven by his intrinsic purity of nature which is very often confused with
his being recluse rather than an intolerant perfectionist, replied that the offer
could only be accepted if Sir Asutosh agreed to write in the appointment letter that
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“C.V.Raman does notrequire any foreign connection”, which was indeed promptly
acknowledged by the university leading to his appointment on March 26,1917 as
the first Palit Professor in the newly created Department of Physics, University of
Calcutta. Soon enough his experiments and publications from IACS and the
University of Calcutta started pushing the frontiers of cutting-edge physics
research across the globe. After the publication of his third article in Nature
Magazine (Musical drums with harmonic overtones, Nature (London), 104, 500,
1920), he was proposed for election as a Fellow of the Royal Society of London
(FRS), an honour hereceived in 1924.

Eventually, his success brought him a grant from the government to visit
England in 1921. It was perhaps the trip which caused diversion in the genius's
mind from sound waves to light waves as he contemplated the rich blue colour of
the Mediterranean Sea using a Nicol prism and a pocket-sized spectroscope
during his voyage back home from England on board the S.S. Narkunda in
September, 1921. Lord Rayleigh, who had previously explained the blue colour of
the sky as due to elastic scattering of light by molecules in the atmosphere, a
phenomenon known as the Rayleigh Scattering; hypothesized that the blue colour
of the sea was simply the blue of the sky as seen by reflection. But, viewing the
water without the influence of sunlight reflected by its surface using the Nicol
prism, Raman disproved Rayleigh's idea, concluding that the blue colour of the sea
is caused by the diffraction of light by water molecules which eventually led to two
subsequent articles titled, “The Colour of the Sea” (1921) and “On the Molecular
Scattering of Light in Water and the Colour of the Sea” (1922) published
respectively in Nature magazine (108, 367, 1921) and Proceedings of the Royal
Society of London (Proc. Royal Soc. 101, 25, 1922); the former was written on
board the ship. Here lies the point in time which takes note of the beginning of his
love affair with light scattering.

In 1923, Arthur Compton discovered a phenomenon that would come to be
known as the Compton Scattering, in which he showed the shift to longer
wavelengths of X-rays due to loss of energy in inelastic collisions with electrons.
Raman immediately realized that something similar to the Compton Scattering
could be demonstrated with visible light inelastic scattering off molecules and in
the following year, an Austrian theoretical physicist, Adolf Smekal predicted the
same by deriving an equation exploiting Bohr's correspondence principle, i.e., by
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assuming that the scattering produced by an atom in a high quantum state can be
explained classically. At that time, in Calcutta, with his students K. R. Ramanathan
and K. S. Krishnan, Raman got engaged in search of the optical analogue of
Compton Scattering by scattering visible light off various liquids. As alight source,
they initially used sunlight, which was of course abundant in Calcutta. Using a
coloured filter they separated out blue-violet light, which then scattered off the
target liquid, and yellow-green and other coloured filters were used to visually
detectany change in colour of the scattered light. The effect was weak and difficult
to see, so they comprehended that a more intense light source was needed. Raman
acquired a seven inch telescope from his meagre research grant, which was used
to focus the sunlight for their experiments. Also, in the lab, as there was no good
instrument to detect the scattered light, they used to sit in a dark room for many
hours, so that they could detect the change in bare eyes! Even with this
ridiculously simple setup, they were able to visually observe a shift in the colour of
light, from green to yellow, scattered by liquids. At first Raman thought that the
shift in wavelength as observed after scattering to be emanating from
fluorescence, i.e., emission of light from the impurities present in the liquid
following the absorption of a photon, but his observation that the scattered light
was polarized, which distinguished the scattered light from fluorescence,
prompted him to immediately communicate the obtained results to a journal.
Naturally, he was in no situation to relax as scattering of light was a dynamic field
of research in optical physics at that point in time and in those days, the only
conduit of sending an article to Europe was by the ship which used to take about a
month. To avoid the time-lag associated with sending an article via post to Europe,
he did the unthinkable. He decided to send his three-paragraph report to Nature
Magazine via a telegram on February 16, 1928 and the report entitled “A new type
of secondary radiation” got published on March 31, 1928 (Nature (London), 121,
501, 1928). The paper consisted of approximately 400 words, and no
mathematical symbols, as in telegraph machine, only English alphabets are
present. Then he made constant attempts to determine the spectrum of this
secondary radiation in order to quantify the observations and hence was in need
ofahigh-quality spectrograph. But unfortunately, he didn't have the money!

Driven by hisunconquerable instincts he did not hesitate to write to G. D. Birla,
the famous industrialist.
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...... If only you can help me with an amount of Rs. 22,000 for the purchase of a
special type of instrument which has to be imported, I may assure you that [ may
be able to getthe Nobel Prize for my discovery.....”

As the popular saying goes, Raman promised to have brought the nation a
Nobel Prize within a year in return of the money and the effect of this appeal (or
should we say, claim) was immediate. Finally, Raman had his spectrograph. He
also arranged for a mercury-arclamp as a source of monochromatic radiation, and
this marks not only the inception of the landmark experiment but also the
beginning of all endeavours, that we can and can't imagine, of the genius to
circumvent every obstacle that could possibly get in his way towards the ultimate
goal.

Firstly, on February 28, 1928, after obtaining the high-resolution spectra of
the scattered radiation, Raman right away followed it up with a press release on
that day, which was reported by the Associated Press of India (Now known as the
Press Trustof India, PTI) on the following day titled “New Theory of Radiation”.

“Prof. C. V. Raman, ER.S,, of the Calcutta University, has made a discovery
which promises to be of fundamental significance to physics. It will be
remembered that Prof. A. H. Compton of the Chicago University was recently
awarded the Nobel Prize for his discovery of the remarkable transformation
which X-rays undergo when they are scattered by atoms. Shortly after the
publication of Prof. Compton's discovery, other experimenters sought to find out
whether a similar transformation occurs also when ordinary light is scattered by
matter and reported definitely negative results. He with his research associates
took up this question afresh, and his experiments have disclosed a new kind of
radiation from atoms scattered by light... The new phenomenon exhibits features
even more startling than those discovered by Prof. Compton with X-rays. The
principal feature observed is that when matter is excited by light of one colour, the
atoms contained in it emit light of two colours, one of which is different from the
exciting colour and is lower down the spectrum. The astonishing thing is that the
altered colouris quite independent of the nature of the substance used.....”

Secondly, when he was invited to deliver alecture on his discovery at the South
Indian Scientists Association in Bangalore, where he displayed the obtained
spectra showing a change of frequency after being scattered off the liquids on
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March 16, 1928, he immediately published the lecture in the form of an article in
the Indian Journal of Physics (A New Radiation, 2, 368, 1928) of which he himself
was the editor. This ensured the very first registration of his claim of being the
discoverer of the phenomenon which in near future was to be named after him.
The very next step he took was to send copies of his articles to stalwart physicists
of Europe like Rutherford and Bohr and emphasized on his claim of having made a
discovery worth wining the Nobel Prize.

The first person to take note of Raman's discovery was the French scientist
Yves Rocard, who was a doctoral student at that time. Recognizing the potential of
this study, he published a critical analysis of the phenomenon in the April, 1928,
issue of the journal of French Academy of Science (Les Nouvelles radiations
diffusées, Comptes rendus, 186, 1107, 1928). However, in Germany,
inaccessibility to Raman's article in the Indian Journal of Physics which contained
the high-resolution spectra led to some speculation about his discovery. As a
result, the German theoretical physicist Georg Joos wrote from Jena to Arnold
Sommerfeld in Munich on May 14, 1928, asking, “Do you think that Raman's work
on the optical Compton effect in liquids is reliable?... The sharpness of the
scattered lines inliquids seems doubtful to me...”

Sommerfeld, however, was a keen supporter of Raman. Although, a group of
physicists were unable to reproduce the results reported by Raman at the
University of Munich, where Sommerfeld himself was leading the Theoretical
Physics Institute, he replied to Joos on June 9, 1928, that, “In my opinion Raman is
correct.. He writes to me, that the difference between the lines is exactly equal to
theinfrared frequencies of the molecules under consideration.”

Within a month of the aforesaid communication, in Berlin, German
experimental physicist Peter Pringsheim successfully replicated Raman's
experiments and sent his spectra to Sommerfeld on June 20, 1928, thereby
asserting Sommerfeld's belief in the validity of Raman's work. Pringsheim then
reported his work in two consecutive articles the following month (Der
Ramaneffekt, einneuer von C. V. Raman entdeckter Strahlungseffekt,
Naturwissenschaften, 31, 597, 1928; and Uber den Ramaneffekt, Zeitschrift fiir
Physik, 50, 741, 1928). As is obvious, Pringsheim was the first person to coin the
terms “Raman effect” and “Raman lines.” It is pertinent to mention here that
Sommerfeld was so impressed with Raman's work that while visiting Japan in
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October, 1928, he decided to come to IACS, Calcutta to meet Raman. It was more
than meeting of an emerging genius and an established stalwart of physics on
Indian soil.

In 1929, Robert W. Wood at the Johns Hopkins University made a series of
experimental verification of Raman scattering, after which he commented, “It
appears to me that this very beautiful discovery which resulted from Raman's long
and patient study of the phenomenon of light scattering is one of the most
convincing proofs of the quantum theory.” In 1930, the Nobel committee called for
nominations for the prize in Physics from 39 competent personalities from which
21 recommendations were filtered out, and Raman was adjudicated as to be most
fitting person for the prize, as he was recommended by 10 eminent individuals
either for a single (6 nominations, including those by Lord Rutherford, Louis de
Broglie, Johannes Stark and Charles T. R. Wilson) or a shared prize (4 nominations
including those by Niels Bohr and Jean Perrin). The telegram from Stockholm
arrived on November 15, 1930 stating that the Prize for Physics, 1930 has been
awarded to Sir Chandrasekhara Venkata Raman for his “work on the scattering of
lightand for the discovery of the effect named after him”".

And he had kept his promise!

However, the story does not end at this point, rather it stretches into the future
to witness Raman's supreme sense of humour emanating from his deep far-sight.
On receipt of the telegram from the Nobel committee when K.S. Krishnan asked
him about how it would be possible for Raman to be present at Sweden on
December 10, 1930 to receive the Prize as it takes no less a two-week's journey in
ship from Calcutta, and there was certainly not enough time left for booking the
tickets! In reply, however, Raman smiled and pulled the drawer of his working
table to meet the surprise of Krishnan that two tickets to Sweden were already
booked six months earlier! On 21st November, 1930, as his voyage for Sweden set
off, many people went to see off him at the dock. It was declared a holiday on
November 21,1930 so that people could join the procession!

At the time of the prize giving ceremony, the world witnessed the true patriot
in the supreme scientist when Raman broke down into tears. In his own words,
“When [ saw the sea of western faces, and I, the only Indian, in my turban, it
dawned on me that I was really representing my people and my country. I felt truly
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humble when I received the Nobel Prize from King Gustav. Then I turned round
and saw the British Union Jack under which I had been sitting and it was then I
realized that my poor country, India, did not even have a flag of her own --- and it
was that triggered off my complete breakdown” and he dedicated his prize to the
freedom fighters of India who sacrificed the golden periods of their lives in the
freedom movements!

In 1930, Raman also received the prestigious Hughes Medal from the Royal
Society of London and while presenting it, Lord Ernest Rutherford, the then
President of Royal Society, referred to the Raman Scattering as “among the best
three or four discoveries in experimental physics in the last decade”. After
returning to India, lots of felicitations and honours were poured on him as he was
the first Nobel Laureate in Science in the continent! In 1933, he left University of
Calcutta and joined Indian Institute of Science Bangalore as the first Indian
director of the institute.

Thelastbutnottheleast, like in countless other ways we are fortunate enough
to remain indebted to Sir C.V. Raman we remain in this debt for his words of
perpetual guidance that “Indian mind is as superior as others! What we lack is the
courage and a spirit of victory! If that indomitable spirit were to arise, nothing can
hold us from achieving our rightful destiny!”

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COVID Pandemic and Online Education;
A path towards Digitalization

the young generation's learning process, but institutions and
teachers quickly adopted new technology and ensured that there
was no break in education.”

People around the world have transformed their way oflife since March 2020,with
the onset of the pandemic. Our education system has also undergone a drastic
change. We have shifted to the online mode for admission, curricular transaction,
assignment submission and examination. Providing an uninterrupted flow of
online mediated teaching-learning in a populated country like India is of course a
challenging task for the Government, but renowned institutions like the I[ITs, NITs,
[IMs, IISc and several central and state universities are doing a commendable job
in this respect. During and after the pandemic the Governmental institutions are
providing necessary equipments, learning resources, online devices, COVID Kits
etc. to the learners, but a digital divide still exists. The urban population get a
greater exposure than the rural population and the real problem in India is that a
large number of people reside in villages and remote locations where INTERNET
access and usage is still peripheral.

Education, today has to adapt itself to a 'new normal’ and this 'new normal’
scenario has to take into account the digital learning platforms and the different
modes of virtual learning which now seems to be indispensable in the pandemic
and post-pandemic period. Some of the modes or modalities of online education
are stated briefly in the following pages:-

DIGITAL PLATFORM:

MOOC: Massive Open Online Course or MOOC is a platform aimed at limitless
participation and open access via Web. Itwas firstlaunched in the year 2008 but it
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became appreciated by all in 2012. It furnishes conventional course materials viz.
filmed lectures, readings and problem sets. Many MOOCs lay out several
interactive courses with user forums or social media discussions to hold
community interactions among students, professors, and teaching assistants
(TAs) as well as instantaneous feedback to quick quizzes and assignments. It has
also been seen that distance education flourished using MOOCs. Various
Universities across our country have started their online campaign by
implementing MOOC related courses.

SWAYAM: SWAYAM or 'Study Webs of Active-Learning for Young Aspiring
Minds',an Indian Massive Open Online Course (MOOC) platform was launched on
9th July 2017 by our the then Honourable President of India Shri Pranab
Mukherjee under the Ministry of Human Resource Development (M.H.R.D.) [(now
Ministry of Education)-MoE], Government of India (Gol) - the flagship programme
of Digital India for providing synchronized stage and introduction to web courses,
enclosing all advanced education, high school and skill sector courses. This MOOC
programme is mainly sketched to carry out three cardinal principles of the
National Education Policy (NEP) 1986 namely access, equity and quality. It also
looks for bridging the digital divide for those who have so far remained
unconsumed by the digital revolution and have not been able to get the result from
the knowledge economy. SWAYAM has played an immense role in digitalized
education since its launch and especially during the pandemic.

GOOGLE CLASSROOM: We are very much acquainted with Google Classroom at
present. It is a type of free hybrid/blended learning platform designed by Google
for educational institutions that aims to simplify, create, distribute, and grade
assignments. Aerodynamic or smooth sharing of files between teachers and
students is the chief purpose of Google Classroom. It amalgamates the diversified
Google Applications for Education, namely Google Docs, Google Sheets, Google
Slides, Gmail and Google Calendar into a coherent approach for running student
and teacher communication.

DIKSHA: DIKSHA or “Digital Infrastructure for Knowledge Sharing” an
initiative of NCERT is a national platform for school education. The main
principles lying behind are open architecture, open access, open licensing,
diversity, choice and autonomy. The Strategy and Approach Paper for the National
Teacher Platform released by Shri Prakash Javadekar (the former Union Minister
of Human Resource Development) in May 2017 contoured the basic parameters
for this knowledge-sharing.
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NISHTHA: The cardinal theme of NISHTHA or “National Initiative for School
Heads' and Teachers' Holistic Advancement”envisions the concept of
Continuous Professional Development (CPD) as chartered out in NEP-2020.
NCERT under the aegis of Ministry of Education, Department of School Education
and Literacy (DSE&L), Gol aim to cover the latest pedagogies regarding
foundational literacy and numeracy, formative and adaptive assessment of
learning outcomes, competency-based learning, and related pedagogies, such as
experiential learning, arts-integrated, sports-integrated, and storytelling-based
approaches, etc.in this teacher-development platform.

DIGITALPORTAL/APP:

E-pathshala: ePathshala is a kind of portal or app developed by the nexus of the
M.H.R.D., CIET (Central Institute of Educational Technology) and NCERT (National
Council of Educational Research & Training) in November 2015. This app has been
providing valuable data and information to foster our education system especially
during the Pandemic. Educational resources such as textbooks of NCERT (eBooks)
for classes 1-12, audio-visual resources by NCERT, periodicals, supplements,
teacher training modules and a variety of other print and non-print materials for
teachers, students, parents, researchers and educators are available in this portal.
This app is accessible in mobile phones, tablets, desktops and laptops via Google
Play Store.

BYJU'S: At present this name is familiar to almost everyone.BYJU'S is an Indian
multinational educational technology company with its headquarter in
Bangalore. Founded in 2011 by Byju Raveendran and Divya Gokulnath this most
loved school learning app recognizes these two entrepreneurs as the creator of
India's highly adaptive, engaging and effective learning programs for students in
Lower KG, Upper KG, Kindergarten to 12" Grade (K-12), and various competitive
exams both at state and national levels including Joint Entrance Examination
(JEE), National Eligibility-cum-Entrance Test (NEET) and Indian Administrative
Service (IAS).

Khan Academy: It is another online mode of teaching-learning, developed in the
year 2008 by Salman 'Sal' Khan. It is basically an American based non-profit
educational organization aiming for the production of video lessons typically
meant for science and mathematics. The website of Khan Academy provides the
educational resources including supplementary practice exercises and
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materials.This platform has garnered reviews from teachers, digital classrooms,
managing assignments and tasks and providing feedback. As of February 2022,
the YouTube channel of Khan Academy has 7.11 million subscribers and Khan
Academy videos have been viewed more than 1.94 billion times. This statistics
shows the immense popularity of this platform in the field of digital education in
this ICT era.

DIRECT TO HOME DIGITAL CHANNEL:

SWAYAM Prabha: SWAYAM Prabha is an important initiative of the M.H.R.D to
provide 32 High Quality Educational Channels through DTH (Direct to Home)
across the length and breadth of the country on 24x7 basis. It has curriculum-
based course content covering varied disciplines.The aim is to foster learning
resources affordable and accessible to every sphere of the country with or without
internet.

LEARNING MANAGEMENT SYSTEM:

Moodle: Moodle is a free and open-source learning management system (LMS).
The scriptinglanguage is PHP (Personal Home Page). The main purpose of Moodle
is to foster blended learning, distance education, flipped classroom and other
electroniclearning projects in schools, universities, workplaces and other sectors.
It can be used to form private websites with online courses for educators and
trainers for attaining learning goals with the aid of customizable management
features.

Spoken Tutorial: It is another popular online mode of learning. It is a user
friendly online & free discussion forum. One can attach files to his/her posts
directly from the computer. It has many options. Link of webpages or videos from
other websites can be easily shared.

DIGITAL SOFTWARE/TOOLS:

WebCT: WebCT (Course Tools) or also known as Blackboard Learning System,
is an online proprietary virtual learning platform system and world's first widely
successful course management system for higher education. The tools such as
discussion boards, mail systems, live chat, along with documents and web pages
are added by the instructors. Many institutions are using this learning system in
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their campuses.

Etudes: It is one of the major online tools for mobilization of learning resources
due to its simple operational mode. It has pedagogical goals and applications and
is user friendly in nature. The major objective of this software is to promote the
design of teaching-learning and collaborative approach. It has played an immense
roleinthe field of teaching-learning for twenty years since its establishment.

FOSSEE: FOSSEE or Free/Libre and Open Source Software for Education is an
integral part of National Mission on Education through Information and
Communication Technology (NMEICT), Ministry of Education (MoE),
Government of India (Gol). It encourages the utilization of Free /Libre and Open
Source Software (FLOSS) tools for ameliorating the quality of education
throughout our country by ensuring replacement of commercial software by
analogous FLOSS tools.

Shodhganga: It is a kind of digital repository of theses and dissertations
submitted to universities in India, supported by Information and Library Network
(INFLIBNET) Centre. The repository has the ability to capture, index, store,
disseminate and preserve Electronic Theses and Dissertations (ETDs) submitted
by the researchers.There are more than 3 lakh theses and 8000 synopses in the
repository. It is also noted that there are about 500 universities in India that have
signed MoUs with the INFLIBNET centre to take partin the Shodhganga project.
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From the above study, it can be concluded that all these online modes and
platforms are playing a stupendous role in fostering the dream of creating a
“Digital India”- an India which will foster the 21" century learning skills of
information literacy, media literacy and technology literacy, an India which will
nurture social skills, critical and creative thinking through digital collaboration
and communication, an India which will produce capable and productive world
citizens.

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The Mahatma and his Rebellious Son:

EXPLORING THE RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN GANDHI AND SUBHASH CHANDRA BOSE

Father of our Nation! In this holy war of India's liberation,
we ask for your blessings and good wishes.’

— Subhash Chandra Bose,
Azad Hind Radio, 1944

There is a tendency among modern Indians to view the Freedom struggle as a
binary event. There are two distinct entities involved in this binary- the non-
violent freedom fighters and the violent revolutionaries. If we look for the popular
faces of these entities, Mahatma Gandhi will undoubtedly stand out as the icon of
the non-violent movement in popular imagination. For the other end of the
spectrum, 'Netaji' Subhash Chandra Bose would be the most likely candidate.
Because of this binary view, there is also a mass perception that the two ends of the
spectrum must be seriously opposed to each other. To this day, many stories are
heard about Netaji and Gandhi's allegedly hostile relationship. It is time to put
these tales torestonce and forall.

In the history of India's freedom struggle, there is no shortage of shining role
models- men and women who, with both words and actions, instilled a unified
national consciousnessin the hearts of the greatly diverse people living across this
land. Even among them, Subhash Chandra Bose stands out as a charismatic
persona and Gandhi was one of the first to recognise how much good this
charisma could do in the service of the national cause. In May 1921, Subhash
Chandra resigned his career in the Indian Civil Service even after having passed
the examinations in England. The reason he provided for his resignation was that
“itwould be impossible to serve both masters at the same time-namely, the British
Government and my country”. He returned to India on 16th July the same year and
went to see Gandhi on the very same day. The ideological differences between the
two men became clear in that very first meeting as Subhash Chandra asked
question after question but Gandhi's answers could not satisfy him. Yet it was
Gandhi who introduced Subhash Chandra to the world of Bengal Congress and one
of its most popular leaders, Deshbandhu Chittaranjan Das. With Das's guidance,
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Subhash Chandra was soon able to firmly secure his position in the Independence
Movement.

As the years progressed, Bose imbibed many of the golden qualities of
Gandhism and never failed to acknowledge this openly. Contemporary
revolutionaries of Bengal focused their energies into armed opposition. Sir John
Anderson, the erstwhile Governor of Bengal claimed that, “Terrorism is the
perverted expression of the extreme love of the Bengali race for the motherland.”
(Bose, Sugata, 2011) Buteven in this background, Subhash Chandrainitially chose
the path of Non-violent non-cooperation. He used Gandhiji's tools to revolt in his
own unique way during the non-co-operation movement. When Gandhi raised his
voice in protest against the visit of the Prince of Wales, Bose inspired the people of
Calcuttato play their partin the protest and was imprisoned for it.

Another important point on which Bose and Gandhi converged was their
emphasis on communal harmony. Gandhi revealed his awareness about the
necessity for communal harmony as early as 1922. Although his entire public
image was based on Hindu spiritualism (his followers often referred to him as
Gandhi Maharaj, an honorific reserved for Hindu saints), he organised an alliance
between the non-cooperation movement and the Khilafat movement, a purely
I[slamic anti-British movement to restore the Ottoman Caliph to power. This would
sway the Muslims for the Independence struggle. In 1948, Gandhi went as far as to
sit down to a fast unto death “on behalf of the Muslim minority in the Indian
Union”. He intended to restore peace in the heart of Hindus and Muslims, in this
period of bloody riots, through this act. Ultimately, he even met his end. Bose, too,
had taken this principle strongly to heart. In May 1924, after being appointed the
chief executive officer of the Calcutta municipal administration by C.R Das, Bose
appointed a large number of Muslims to posts in the Calcutta Corporation. In
response to criticism from conservative Hindus, Bose stated that in the past
Hindus had enjoyed“a sort of monopoly” when it came to appointments, and he
would support the “just claims” of Muslims, Christians, and members of the
depressed classes even if that caused “heart burning” among Hindus. Gandhi
supported him in an article in the journal Young India- “I note that the chief
executive officer of the Calcutta Corporation has come in for a good deal of hostile
criticism because of his having given twenty-five out of thirty-three appointments
to Mussalmans. I have read the statement made by the chief executive officer. Itis a
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creditable performance. If Hindus wish to set India free, they must be willing to
sacrifice in favor of their Mussalman and other brethren.” Later after the
formation of the Indian National Army, Bose, in keeping with the spirit of
communal harmony, appointed in its most important positions- Shah Nawaz
Khan, Prem Sahgal and Gurbaksh Singh Dhillon, officers from three different
religions who stood trial togetherin 1945.

The ultimate rift between Bose and Gandhi occurred in 1938. Bose had
already become a leader of national stature by that time. Following in the steps of
Das, he called for unqualified Swaraj including the use of force against the British.
Bose's personal charisma helped to secure support for his position and won him
the Congress presidency over Gandhi's preferred candidate. Subsequently, a full-
scale intra-Congress dispute arose between the Swarajists and the Gandhites. Yet,
even after this dispute the personal relationship between Gandhi and Bose
remained cordial. Even in 1940, while Bose was under house-arrest in Calcutta
and planning his daring escape to Japan, he wrote to Gandhi offering his
unconditional support to any movement the Mahatma would lead for the Cause.
Gandhi wrote back stating that they must “sail in different boats” because of the
different means they sought to employ for gainingindependence. In the very same
letter, Gandhi revealed both his admiration and personal concern for Subhash
Chandra- “You are irrepressible whether ill or well, ... Do get well before going in
for fireworks.”

The very act of Bose's escape had strengthened Gandhi's resolve. Abul Kalam
Azad wrote that “Subhas Bose's escape to Germany had made a great impression
on Gandhiji... He had not formerly approved many of Bose's actions, but now I
found a change in his outlook. Many of his remarks convinced me that he admired
the courage and resourcefulness Subhas Bose had displayed in making his escape
from India. His admiration for Subhas Bose unconsciously colored his view about
the whole war situation.” Echoes of this admiration were heard even after Bose's
tragic death in 1945. During the Indian National Army trials, Gandhi strongly
expressed his support for the prisoners. He visited them at the Red Fort and
recognised the symbolic importance of the Indian National Army's campaign.
Sugata Bose, in His Majesty’'s Opponent, has revealed how Gandhi expressed his
admiration for Subhash'’s efforts profusely- “The whole country has been roused,
and even the regular forces have been stirred into a new political consciousness
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and have begun to think in terms of independence.” Gandhi further states “the
lesson that Netaji and his army brings to us is one of self-sacrifice,
unity—irrespective of class and community—and discipline.”

Gandhi and Subhas Chandra's relationship was undoubtedly a complex one.
While they had differences which seemed to be irreconcilable, they did not let
themselves descend into petty squabbles which would undermine their ultimate
cause. Though their paths diverged, both gained knowledge and strength from
their bond. Subhash had been the first to hail Gandhi as “The Father of our Nation”
and until the very end, Gandhi proclaimed his admiration and respect for his
rebellious son. Therefore, it is high time we looked beyond the oppositional binary
and began to view them as proud standard-bearers of the same cause, fighting on
different fronts. Only then will we learn how to put our differences aside in the
struggle againsta common enemy.

Then why this hesitancy in accepting our
limitations? To let go of our worries and spend our days in peace and tranquility -
isn't this our greatest desire?

santim rcchati” or “yat karosi yad asnasi yajjuhosi dadasi yat / yat tapasyasi
kaunteya tat kurusva mad-arpanam”? We worry about the growing indiscipline
and unrest among the youth moped up with material pleasures: “tri-vidham
narakasyedam dvaram nasanam atmanah / kamah krodhas tatha lobhas tasmad
etattrayamtyajet’. Yet, technology could be better utilized by introducing the pure
minds to the shastras instead of Netflix shows! Surely this is worth trying?

Most of the strife in today's world arises from an endless greed to be better
than our neighbours. And yet, the actual path to happiness is so simple - “sarva-
dharman parityajya mam ekam Saranam vraja / aham tvam sarva-papebhyo
moksayisyami ma sucah’ Indeed, the first step to happiness is to understand that
this world with all its splendor belongs to God, and we are mere tenants.

The Revival of the Philosophical Society

From the Scottish Churches College Magazine, March 1912, Volume II,
Number 5 we come to know that the Department of Philosophy had a
"Philosophical Society" under the presidentship of Prof. Rev. W. S. Urquhart.
Later, between 1917-1919, Subhash Chandra Bose was appointed as the
Secretary of the Society. Records show that the Society's work was of two kinds
- (i) Daily and (ii) Periodical. Students of the department assembled on a daily
basis in the Society's Room and studied under the guidance of a professor.
Periodically students also met when papers would be read and discussed.
However, over the years, the society was lost in history. The students of the
department (Session Jan -Jun 2022) expressed their eagerness to revive the
Society. The 1st revival meeting of the Society was held on 11th of April, 2022
and the following office bearers were selected unanimously.

Fundamental Duties

51 A. Fundamental duties - [t shall be the duty of every citizen of India -

(a) to abide by the Constitution and respect its ideals and institutions, the
National Flagand the National Anthem;

(b) to cherish and follow the noble ideals which inspired our national
struggle for freedom;

(c) toupholdand protect the sovereignty, unity and integrity of India;

(d) to defend the country and render national service when called upon to
do so;

(e) to promote harmony and the spirit of common brotherhood amongst
all the people of India transcending religious, linguistic and regional or
sectional diversities; to renounce practices derogatory to the dignity of
women;

(f) tovalueand preserve therich heritage of our composite culture;

(g) to protect and improve the natural environment including forests,
lakes, rivers and wild life, and to have compassion for living creatures;

(i) tosafeguard publicproperty and to abjure violence;

(j) to strive towards excellence in all spheres of individual and collective
activity so that the nation constantly rises to higher levels of endeavour
and achievement;

(k) who is a parent or guardian to provide opportunities for education to
his child or, as the case may be, ward between the age of six and
fourteen years.
